Case  No.  PZ  2204-08: A request for a Conditional Use Permit, by Crystal Gauthreaux, to operate a bar,
at 402 S. Commercial Street. Current zoning is CA Central Area District.

BACKGROUND AND FINDINGS:
At the Planning & Zoning Commission



(a) Condit ional uses must be specifi c all  y id enti  fied an d conform to
condit ions li  sted and authoriz ed in the Zoning Ordinan ce, e x cept as
to  Co ndit ional Use P ermits  iss ued pursuant t o S ecti  on 418 hereun der.

(b) The proposed use should not be inj  urious to present use of the land
nor prevent enjo yment of us e s alread y  permit ted.

(c) The chan ge should not im pede normal and orderl  y d evelopm ent or
im provement  of surround ing va cant prop er ty.

(d) Adequate uti  li  ti  es, acces s roads, draina ge, and o ther necess ar y
facil  it ies must  ex ist or be avail  able  in t he near futu re.

  (e)  S ufficient off-str eet pa rking and lo ading sp ace mu st be avai lable.
(f) Measures must be taken to prevent t he condit ional use from producin g

anno yin g nuisan ces (odo rs, fumes, dust, noi  se, etc .) in the area.
(g) A Condit ional Use P ermit must be iss ued for a particular use and shall

be nontransfer able.
(h) The P ermit is subject to periodic revi  ew. An y vi  olation of the

c ondit ions shall  result in autom ati  c termi nati  on. If not used, Condit ional
Use  P ermits are null  and void at the  e nd of the authoriz ed per mi t period.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN.  Land Use Study
4.4.2 Focus new development in and around the Central Business District
The Central Business District (CBD) of Aransas Pass serves as the visual heart of the 
city. It retains elements of many classic downtowns and should be expanded and 
built upon to serve as the true center of town for residents and a destination point 
for tourists. Doing so will bring an economic benefit to the city; a study of 15 U.S. 
cities showed a residential property premium in more walkable neighborhoods of 
approximately $4,000 to $34,000.

4.4.3 Infill development should be encouraged to: minimize infrastructure costs, 
preserve hunting and agriculture land, maintain housing affordability, and revitalize
downtown.
